1.0 CALL TO ORDER

The Nineteenth (19th) Annual General Meeting of the PMI Southern Caribbean Chapter, which was held online on 7th July, 2022 commenced at 7:08pm and was called to order by Mrs. Glynis Alexander-Tam, President.
2.0 READING OF THE NOTICE CONVENING MEETING
The President welcomed all members present to the 19th Annual General Meeting and invited the Corporate Secretary to read the Notice dated 1st May, 2022 which had been published in the Trinidad Guardian on Monday 12th June, 2022 and identified the Board positions which had become vacant.
3.0 CONFIRMATION OF 18th A.G.M MINUTES

The Minutes, having been published on the PMI SCC’s website, a motion was moved for members to adopt the Minutes of the 18th Annual General Meeting.  Mr. Magnus Wilson moved a motion to adopt the Minutes, and this was seconded by Ms. Anasa London.

5.0 PRESIDENT’S REPORT
The President welcomed everyone to the Annual General Meeting that was once again being held online. She reminded everyone that it has been four years since she was elected and the country has been going through the changes of the pandemic now an endemic and we are still going through changes.
The President reminded attendees that for the previous year fourteen (14) technical sessions were completed virtually. In addition, PMI SCC has joined with IIL in order to provide members the opportunity to have discounted training opportunities. The President informed the membership to look forward in the near future for the announcement of the meeting to discuss the bylaws which need to be updated and have been vetted by PMI.  She advised that this meeting should be completed before the end of the year.
The President then announced her departure as this was the end of her four-year tenure. She thanked all those who supported her during this time and wished the Chapter all the best in the future endeavors. 
6.0  FINANCIALS AS AT SEPTEMBER 30, 2022
The Auditor, Ms. Rohanie Maharaj of Madan Ramnarine and Company, presented and read the auditor’s report to the attendees. She stated that the opinion of the auditor is one of having the Chapter in a fair financial position for a small or medium size entity.

The Chapter received membership dues totaling $61,579. The Chapter’s bank balance as at the end of September was $647,417.
